	Stage 1 Introduction

	- introduce myself and tell students about my background and my motivation for studying Italian
- ask students to make name tags so I can call them by name

- tell them what topic we will be learning in the next three hours and gives out handouts

	Talking to students about myself and my background
	Listening to teacher while he/she talks

	Stage 2 Body of lesson

	Task A

- what is Presente Progressivo in Italian, in English?
- when is it used, compare with presente indicativo

- how do we form it – regular and irregular forms

	15 min
	Explaining grammar, prompting questions when appropriate, encouraging students to participate in conversation and ask questions for clarification
	Listening, focusing and taking notes.


	
	Task B

- show them examples on p.46 handout

	5 min
	Reading from the handout examples and comparing presente with presente progressive.

	Following text on the handout, taking notes.

	
	Task C

- p. 47/ex. 1 – ‘Cosa stanno facendo’ circle activity

	10 min
	Listening to students say sentences according to different pictures
	Sitting in a circle. Student A asks student B ‘Cosa sta facendo l’uomo nel numero 1?’ Student B risponds according to the picture (Sta mangiando), then asks to student C the same question. This goes on in a circle.


	
	Task D

- p. 47/ex. 2 – ‘Completa il testo con il presente del verbo stare’

	10 min

	- Explains what students are meant to do, and ensure they know how to conjugate ‘stare’ – make them conjugate that first.
- After task is completed by students, teacher checks the answers with students.

	- Filling in gaps using conjugated forms of ‘stare’
- Translation of the text in English

	
	Task E
- canzone ‘E penso a te’: Lucio Battisti
	15 min
	- Plays the song for students three times while students fill in missing words
- Translates with students in English

	- listen to the song the first time to become familiar with it
- listen to the song the second and third  time and fill in missing words

- translate in English



	
	Task F

- Listening comprehension ‘Olga e la Docente’

	10 min
	- Read with another teacher / student the text about Olga e la Docente to the students three or four times while students answer questions related to the text.
- Give the correct answers
	- listen to and answer questions related to the conversation that they are listening
- check answers with teacher

	
	Task G

- Activity ‘Cosa sta succedendo’ (role play)

	20 min
	- writes on board verbs (infinitive) that will be acted out in the game in the form of gerundio
- split students into two groups

- get one student at a time from each group to mimic verbs that he/she will pick from a pile

- write on board points for the group that guesses the correct verb using an appropriate form of gerundio


	- get into their groups
- one student from each group at a time acts out a verb that they pick

- other students have to guess what the student is doing asking: ‘stai facendo la spesa?’
