	Task A

-p.71, 72 grammar explanation

	20 min
	-Read out handout to class, showing differences between normal and reflexive verbs, how are reflexives identified (-si)

-Conjugate –ARSI, -ERSI, -IRSI verbs on board as a model – p. 71

-show cues to explain when to use ‘si mette’ vs ‘si mettono’ – identifying subject: 

Mario ed io -> (noi) ci sediamo; Tu e Mario -> (voi) vi sedate; Maria e Lucia -> (loro) si siedono
-p. 73 – go through the examples
-Explain to students that some reflexive verbs in Italian are not reflexive in English, list examples

	-Students fill in gaps reflexive pronouns and translate into English

	
	Task C

-p. 74/ex.A

	8 min
	-Write on board infinitives and meanings

-Students fill in gaps missing verbs from the list above, then translate into English

-Remind students what the clues are, e.g. Io... -> mi chiamo

	
	Task D

-p. 74/ex.B
	7 min

	-Students fill in the correct form of the reflexive pronoun from the list above, then translate into English

	
	Task E
-Text handout – comprehension and identifying reflexives


	5 min
	-Students read text on their own and underline reflexive verbs then check with me

-Translation in English

	
	Task F

-Text handout – conjugating reflexive verbs


	15 min
	-Get students in 5 groups (A,B,C,D,E) and make each group conjugate a different person and number of a verb in the first text (not the dialog), e.g. group A will write...la mattina mi sveglio presto, mi alzo e apro la finestra; group B will write...la mattina ti svegli presto, ti alzi e apri la finestra, etc..

-While students do this task, write on board short sentences in English that will have reflexive verbs in them.

-Check students work

	
	Task G
-Students practice reflexives translating from English to Italian on the board
	10 min
	-One student at a time comes to the board and has a go at translating short sentences into Italian, other students check with together with me for answers.

	
	Task H
-Listening task p. 31/ex. 12
	5 min
	-Students listen to the text twice, and fill in gaps, then answers are checked with me.

	
	Task I
-Listening task – song Cesare Cremonini: Vieni a vedere perche
	10 min
	-Students listen to a song twice and fill in missing words, then translate with me.
